The operating budget funds day to day expenses like staff, contractual costs, and ongoing activities in departments.  The capital budget funds long term projects like building and maintaining county roads, parks, and other facilities.
Richelle is an advocate for safety net clinics in Wisconsin, working with state policymakers and partners to ensure that all residents have access to quality health care, regardless of income or insurance status.
